1. What do you mean by a social philosophy? In accordance with that meaning, show
with reasons whether there is a social philosophy in Buddhism.

2. Express your opinion on the view that the Buddhist teachings encourage a person
to be removed from social life and achieve liberation of the self.

3. Introduce the relationship that ought to be maintained among the principle groups
of society as taught in the Sigalovada Sutta, and examine how far they can be
applied for the progress of modern society.

4. Examine how Buddhist teachings had subjected to criticism the position assigned
to women in Indian thought of the Buddha’s time.

5. Examine how the cultivation of the Nobel Eightfold Path could lead to social
progress.

6. Discuss the emphasis in Buddhist political philosophy on the necessity of
establishing state governance on an ethical foundation.



7. Examine how far the Buddhist concept of a universal monarch (cakkavattiraja)
could be meaningful for the establishment of a system of good governance in
present human society.

8. Clarify the emphasis regarding the disastrous consequences of unethical
governance in Buddhist political philosophy.

9. Clarify the ethical aspects represented the concept of Ten Royal Virtues
(dasarajadhamma) in Buddhism.
